The Delivery Person will assist with the assembly of the daily dinner meal packages and ensures
that the packaged meals are protected to meet or exceed all food safety requirements with the
use of the thermal holding bags. The delivery person needs to ensure that the proper handling is
maintained to prevent cross contamination. Completion of daily delivery records (consumer
signatures and time of delivery) is a must. Providing safe transport and delivery of meals to
consumers and maintain proper sanitation/cleanliness of thermal transport bags each day upon
completion of the delivery route. Individual will provide pantry bags containing a nutritious
supplement of food items for weekends and on days that the kitchen is closed. Providing pantry
bags to consumers that ensure appropriate dietary restrictions when required. Other duties
assigned: dishwashing, dinning room sanitation, and food serving assistance as circumstances
warrant.

Reasonable
accommodations may be made to enable individuals with disabilities to perform the essential
functions.
